The Acts of the Apostles
In the Acts of the Apostles, St Luke continues his Gospel by telling the story of the very early Church, beginning with Pentecost and the Jerusalem community experiences, and then focusing first on the mission of St Peter and the opening to the Gentiles, followed by the work of St Paul and his companions in Asia Minor and Greece. He describes the ideals and struggles of the first Christian communities, and the fascinating exchanges with the Jewish leaders, with the Roman political authorities, and with Greek  intellectuals. It is a gripping story, and essential for understanding the later development of the Church.
This, the ninth of our Thinking Scripture weeks, will explore Acts using the fruits of scholarship to illuminate and enrich the ways that the book might be understood. The week will be taught by Catholics, but open to Christians of every denomination, and to anyone else who is seriously interested in learning more about the Scriptures.

Where will it happen?

Who will teach it?


Sr Margaret Atkins taught theology in Leeds for ten years and joined the community at Boarbank in 2005. She has a particular interest in Augustine and Aquinas, and in ethics.

Fr Richard Taylor studied at Louvain and the École Biblique in Jerusalem before beginning his teaching career at Ushaw College and Durham University. He has lectured for many years in Rome, where he taught courses on scripture and on ecumenism. Fr Taylor has taught as a visiting lecturer in many parts of the world.
